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P1. Kaffe Fassett Does The V&A: Vancouver
Before beginning our voyages on the canals and waterways of Europe in 2006 I had not begun my experiments with "quiltscapes" and I was still exploring traditional quilting designs. This quilt is known as the "Sundial Coverlet" and it was originally made in 1797; presently it is displayed in the Victoria and Albert Museum, London. Using Kaffe Fassett's exclusively designed fabrics, I re-produced his reincarnation of the original.

P2. Amsterdam Sunburst: Netherlands
During our stay on our canal boat in the "Venice of the North" we discovered Den Haan's fabric store in Amsterdam. His design of these antique reproduction cottons originates from the 18th century when they were used in Dutch national costumes. The store also carries silks dyed to complement the cottons and were integrated by me into the Sunburst log-cabin design.

P3. My Virtual Flower Garden

Inspired by all that I saw on our travels I created this virtual garden.

P4. Dutch Spring Surprises: Holland
After the extraordinarily warm winter of 2006-'07 spent in Holland aboard our boat, Tempus Fugit, the spring bulbs and tree blossoms suddenly bloomed all around us in window boxes, gardens and even in the grassy verges of tow paths, roadways and parks.

P5. Poppies Near Dieulefit: France

In early June of 2008 we made a road trip to the Mediterranean to reconnoiter potential future moorages for Tempus Fugit and discovered these fields of poppies on the way to Dieulefit (God Made It!)

P6. Up The Seine Into The City Of Light: France
The Seine is a most beautiful waterway along which we traveled on Tempus Fugit to arrive in the centre of the "City of Light", where we lived aboard for five weeks and explored the many walks of the 2o arondissements and grew to love the lifestyles of the French.

P7. Dijon In The Sky With Diamonds: France

Burgundy, the region where Tempus Fugit was moored and voyaged from 2007 to 2010, is renowned not only for its wines, cheeses and other food specialties but also the tiled roofs which adorn homes, church spires and most famously the roof of the Hotel-Dieu in Beaune.

P8. Giverny Water Lilies: France

A visit to Monet's Garden outside of Paris inspired this quilt that draws in part on one of his famous paintings.

P9. A Spinster's Dowry: France

A local legend explained the many tree lots that we noticed as we cruised through the French countryside. We were told that when a daughter was born the father planted a wood lot, which would become her dowry. The many mature un-harvested woodlots suggest that there must be a goodly number of spinsters in France!

P10. Mediterranean Summer: France
Clear blue skies, sparkling water and hot golden sand are the classic ingredients of a Mediterranean summer. In Gruissan add strong winds for that sand-everywhere effect.

P11. La Clape Symphonie: France
The bluffs behind Gruissan are covered with a low forest of sweet smelling pine trees interspersed with vineyards and bike paths. The cicadas sing all day when it is hot adding music to memorable riding for mountain bikers and equestrians.

P12. Sunset Over Storm Swept Westeinderplassen: Netherlands

P13. Rustus Fugit: France

After five years of cruising Tempus Fugit demanded repairs and restoration of her steel; scrapes, dents and rust from battles in the locks, while cruising from Holland through Belgium and France to the Med, had taken their toll. Magical tools, bought in Holland from the masters and mistresses of steel boat welding, grinding, sanding and painting, in the hands of Tempus Fugit's crew, slowly and painfully restored her to new glory, at least for another season or two.

P14. A Room With A View In The Land Of The Long White Cloud: Dreaming of New Zealand

This anticipatory quiltscape was inspired by a photograph taken by our daughter and her husband when they visited them in 2011.
